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What is a citizen army?

Abstract

This article is conceptually motivated: to set the boundary between the public
discourse, in which the Israeli army is called the "people's army" and this
concept becomes synonymous with conscription, and the academic discourse,
by presenting the academic conceptualization that is appropriate to the Israeli
military. In essence, it is a citizen army, as an army based on conscription,
rather than a "people's army"” which is the symbolic, but not the conceptual,
marker of the military. The article will be devoted to clarifying the concept of
"citizen army" and distinguishing it from a volunteer army. The citizen army
has a number of key characteristics: the citizens of the state serving in the
army as citizens, the boundaries between the military and society are blurred,
the military is expected to serve as the school of the nation, the state, not the
market, raises the soldiers, the soldiers are disciplined as citizens, and the
citizen army is controlled by citizens. These characteristics are changed with
the transition to volunteer army and the abolition of the draft.
